Eppure, proprio alla premiazione da cui esce scon-
fitto conosce il fashion editor del magazine francese Citizen
K, che lo porta a Parigi in qualita di stylist assistant. Il viaggio
nella capitale francese non sara I'unico che fard, anche se, per
lui, “il pit1 bello & quello dentro la mia collezione”.

C'é stata una svolta? Quando?

Per me I'anno della svolta & stato il 2002, quando mi sono
ripresentato a Its con un lavoro all'altezza e ho vinto nella
categoria “migliore collezione donna”. Da li si sono aperte
altre porte. Sono stato chiamato a Firenze a lavorare per
Eva Cavalli (la moglie di Roberto, ndr). Poi sono arrivati
Moschino e Dolce & Gabbana: le collaborazioni non sono
certo mancate.

Come giudichi i concorsi?

I contest sono indispensabili, soprattutto in un ambiente
come quello odierno, in cui la mole di creativi che esce dalle
scuole & immensa. In un mercato affogato dalle “figure pro-
fessionali”, il concorso ha la capacita di porre l'accento su
un singolo designer e di promuoverlo. A livello nazionale, da
un paio d'anni, si parla molto di Altaroma come trampolino
per lo scouting dei nuovi talenti: & ancora molto giovane, i
risultati si vedranno probabilmente solo tra qualche tempao. 11
concorso della Camera della Moda, invece, non riesce a esse-
re ancora abbastanza internazionale, Quello che fa Barbara
Franchin da 12 anni con Its & tutt'altro. Lei & stata la prima
ad aver investito tempo, fatica ed energie nel progetto di
scouting delle nuove maestranze europee: a Trieste sfila un
festival della creativita che non cerca di definire delle figure
professionali. Le leggi del mercato hanno privato la moda del
sogno che I'ha resa grande, Its cerca di ritrovarle.

Its nel tuo passato cambiera il tuo futuro?

Le consulenze che svolgo per altri marchi mi danno la possi-
bilita, da tre anni, di seguire (Es)*Artisanal, la mia collezione
donna d'alta moda fatta di pezzi unici in edizione limitata. E
una linea senza canale distributivo, che vuole ridare voce a un
sogno, alla poesia dell'artigianato italiano. In un momento in
cui di prodotto ce n'e sin troppo, ho valuto creare qualcosa
che non sia costretto a scendere a compromessi commerciali.
Devo dire grazie a Its perché mi ha permesso di farlo.
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A fronte dei tanti vincitori, non pare fuori
luogo appellarsi al ritornello “uno su mille
ce la fa” per quanto riguarda i talenti che a
oggi hanno davvero sfondata. Le ragioni?
Si va dalla mancanza di fondi alla scarsa
volonta da parte degli ipotetici investi-
tori di concepire il rischio come fattore
di crescita. Il vero problema, comunque,
pare essere la mancanza di una "cultura
del talento”. Insomma, le barriere all'in-
gresso della moda risultano insuperabili,
E il mercato, dal suo interno, che non
concede sconti a regole assai piil spietate
di (ormai) qualche decennio fa.

Quanto a istituzioni, ¢ la Camera
Nazionale della Moda Italiana (Cnmi)
che per statuto ha come obiettivo la pro-
mozione, il coordinamento del settore
della moda italiana e la formazione dei
giovani stilisti italiani. In effetti, ha isti-
tuito in collaborazione con la Camera di
Commercio di Milano Next Generation,
un progetto dedicato ai designer non
ancora trentenni che si sono saputi distin-
guere grazie ai loro progetti. Alla sua set-
tima edizione, il contest offre ai vincito-
ri la possibilita di realizzare una capsule
collection di 12 outfit prodotta da Cnmi
(fino a un massimo di 8.000 euro), che
debuttera sulle passerelle di Milano Moda
Donna e Uomo. La Cnmi, che rimarra
proprietaria della collezione, si impegna a
promuoverla tramite tutti i propri organi
presso buyer e principali media, oltre a
fornire un “supporto di esperti del set-
tore — si legge nei bandi - per capire e
interagire con i complessi meccanismi
del fashion-system”. Inoltre, la Camera
offre un'ulteriore possibilita di sfilare al
Castello Sforzesco, dietro pagamento di
una quota agevolata, a giovani stilisti sele-
zionati nell'ambito del progetto N-U-DE
New Upcoming Designers. Attivo sin dal
1992, il concorso non contempla perd
lo sviluppo di una collezione, che deve
essere gia distribuita e fatturare almeno
150.000 euro.
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Sfilate dunque, e visibilita, ma, anche in
questo caso, nessun supporto concreto

Barbara Francin’s network
for leading voung designers
has made her one of the
most influential people

on Italy’s fashion scene.

By Karen Hodkinson

Each July, a photography and fashion festival,
International Talent Support, attracts young
creatives from all over the world. Awards are
presented to the brightest stars and, in turn,
the founder of I'T'S, Barbara Franchin, was
voted one of the most powerful women in
fashion by Itahan Elle magazine in 2010

Franchin’s rise in the fashion world is not
traditional. She graduated in accountancy 20
vears ago and worked in an estate agency for
a year to save money. Afterwards Franchin
started an atelier with designer Erica Cian,
where she commissioned Cjan to creare a dress
and followed how the item was made day by
day. ‘I then understood how vou can create
fantastic things from a piece of fabric, and
I started to love fashion,’ Franchin says.

"The atelier ran for five yvears and Franchin
became addicted to creativity. °1 knew [ wanted
10 do something in this field.

International Talent Support is a design competition
like no other, Laura McCreddie headed to
the ltalian city of Trieste to find out more

he lalian city of Trieste is

beautiful. On the border of

Slovenia, it looks out to the

Adriatic Sea and is a vision of
old-school grandeur with large plazas, a
stone jety leading out to the sea and
quaint, rustic restaurants. It does not
conjure up an image of cutting-edge
fashion in the same way as say Paris,
Tokyo or Reykjavik,

However, this is the home of
International Talent Suppart (1T5), the
platform for creative minds that, to quote
its own website, aims to “give visibility,
support and a voice to young talent from
every corner of the earth”.

ITS is organised by Eve, a company
that "creates, designs and develops
concepts and projects] specifically with a
focus on creativity within the world of
fashion design.

Bestin the battle
Every year, thousands of applicants from
hundreds of countries send in their
portfolios across fashion, accessories and
jewellery in order to have their work seen
and judged by the best in the business.
Before you think this is some PR pulf,
comsider that previous judges have
included the designers behind fashion
label Viktor & Rolf, ex- Telegraph writer
and total fashion maven Hilary Alexander
and Vickl Beamon, one of the founding
designers behind acclaimed fashion
jewellery brand Erickson Beamon.

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MARINA ABRAMOVIC TALKS TO RENZO ROSSO

Acclaimed performance artist Marina
Abramovié was on the judging panel for
the ITS Fashion award in Trieste, ltaly
last year. The competition has been
integral to the annual International
Talent Support global search since its
incoption in 2001 and has the dothing
brand Diesel as its primary sponsor.
Fashion blogper Susie Bubble attended
and took time to chair a conversa-
tion batween Diesel's founder Renzo
Rosso and the artist. In this Talk, they
flash out the complexities In the fluld
ralationship between art and fashion.

SUSIE BUBBLE: How did you meet
each other?

RENZO ROSSOt “laughs” We were girl-
friend and boyfricnd. We were a couple.
MARINA ABRAMOVIE: Maybe in the
past life. He's such a2 Jnkcf (Cnnﬁding}
Don't listen to him. No, we met on the
Missoni boat at the Venice Biennale two
years ago.

To we 2rt, it not
casy, you need an education. If you know
the story behind it, like why does one
artist create a certain piece of art — their
influences, their life - you can stars to have
your own fantasy based on the artwork
that is in front of you. New I've developed
my interest and I've stareed to collect a
few pieces.

MA: It's so true that when you look at
artwork, it hasd o understand whether
something is rubbish or not = like Piero
Manzoni, who literally made art out of
shit in a can. It was an extremely important
piece, but you really need context to undesr
stand it. It’s a jungle out there. In art, you
can say that 80 per cent is really trash. In
every century, there will be a few artists who
made a real difference and all the rest are
copying. It's the same with fashion.

$8: Do you scc parillels between art
and fashion?

MA: Fachion is always feeding from art.
They might take open inspiration from
Baroque, Impressionism, Japanese art,
but when it’s closer to contemporary art,
for some reason fashion doesnt admit
where the influences come from, which
i my problem. Lady Gaga wore a meat
dress but three artists in the T0s made a
dress out of meat. Fashion doesn’t seem
to want to make that connection between
contemporary art and its influence,

RR: ] take inspiration from art when we're
doing collections many times when we'ne
designing prints or campaigns. You take
some vibrations. You have to have a different

configuration when dealing with art. You
have 1o think about whether it's the right
time 1o use something for your collections.

$8: A lot of designers are inspired by the
surface and sesthetics of art. Maring, do
you find the same problem with your
performance art?

MA: | have been copied by so many people.
Seeven Meisel is a Xerox of my work. |
could kill the guy!

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"Our search for talent and creativity started
over ten years ago. We have always pursued a
dual goal: on one side to select the
finalists of ITS, on the other to observe
what is going on in the world of creativity,
reading embedded signals, taking a snapshot
without the superstructures of conventional
thought, using a mediwn capable of catching
the waves of universal and transversal
feelings and a shared intention and wish.
That thin magenta line that goes from
Argentina to Zimbsbwe, including Australia,
Belarus, China, Lithuania, connecting
Indonesia to Alaska, Japan to Iceland and
South Africa to Malaysia. Nuwmerous cultural
identities that due to their differences
inevitably offer their own interpretation,
very often of the sawe themes, as if the same
interrogatives buzzed in the heads of all
creative individuals worldwide. is if a
single, huge brain expressed a given range of
feelings, emotions and thoughts, using
different languages and modalities.

What will follow does not claim to serve as an exhaustive all-
enbracing investigation into the trends we have detected, without
leaving room for discussion.

We like to observe far more than what we deeply analyze. In any case
it is still our own, one-sided point of wview, and it couldn’‘t be any
different, probably at times even naive. It is anyway a structured
and keen standpoint based on twenty years of portfolio examination
that at the same time can, and must learn from and listen to other
¥Weltanschauungs.
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This year we have taken a snapshot of a sample of 265 schools, with
75 nationalities represented and a strong prevalence of women (75%)
over men (25%). The average age of contestants is 27 year old, and
50% of them have their own website. Over 56% have found sbout ITS
through their school and 30% wia the internet. Women’s collections
(regarding Fashion, Accessories or Jewelry) represent the vast
majority of the material submitted (over 70%). Among the
nationalities of enrolled contestants, Italians and British stand out
as well as, amazingly, the Chinese, with a strong increase in their
interest for the platform of ITS. They are followed by Germany, South
Korea, India, USA, Japan, Russia, Spain, Sweden and Israel. In
regards to schools represented, most of them are British, followed by
Italian, German, North American, Spanish, Swedish, Chinese, French,
Indian, Dutch schools in the first ten places.

To better comprehend their imaginative realms, we have asked each
contestant specific guestions, including:

Farvrourite designer

Though he is no longer here with us to share his amazing creativity,
the late Alexander Mofueen is still the all-time favourite designer
among those who enrol in ITS, followed by Maison Martin Margiela and
Balenciaga in third position. Prada, this year, has climbed up the
rankings of young contestants’ favourite designers, going from a
position of total obscurity in the last years, to the fourth place
today. They are followed by Comme des Gargons, Hussein Chalayan, Ratf
Simons and Viktor and Rolf. The fall of John Galliano has not escaped
our attention.

Internship

Over 80% answered positively to this gquestion. In regards to fashion,
Diesel, Alexander McQueen, Maison Martin Margiela and Prada seem to
be the most coveted brands, while Balenciaga, Prada, Viktor and Rolf
and Alexander McQueen are the favourite houses for prospective
accessories designers.

Farvourite magazine

Vogue and its international editions remain the absolute winners,
followed hy Collezioni (also taking into account all its editions),
Dazed & Confused and i-D, that after years in the dark is again a
point of reference for fashion designers, placing fourth.

COLOUR USAGE

White, black and white, green and blue

The standout trend when examining the portfolios was the use of
colour, especially white and white/black contrast. Last year we had
already underlined the importance of the use of white in the projects
submitted, yet never seen with such predominance. This time the
novelty lies in the fact that white is used in contrast with black.
I= it just a coincidence that the theme of ITS 2012 is precisely
“Good & Evil”, represented by a double image, one featuring a black
background, the other a white background?
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White, the sum of all colours in the electromagnetic spectrum opposed
to black, the total absence of colour. But most of all, black and
white as the main metaphor of good and evil clashing, a
representation that loses itself in the dawn of time, expressed
through the Ying and the Yang; the black and the white knight, the
chesshoard; day, the ultimate symbol of life, and night, the metaphor
of death, of the absence of light that generates life. What really
counts is that such opposition entails that white is not only used as
a colour but becomes a true concept in itself. Stimulating a
standpoint, a choice between two different sides and turning into a
message which conveys its own story.

The opposition between black and white conceals the more widespread
and transversal concept of the contestants’ projects we may Ssum up
with one gquestion: “Whose side are wou on?” The current economic,
cultural and ethical status gquo tells us of black and white, of good
and evil. The end of the Mayan’s calendar on 21st December becomes in
this specific case an excuse for a “pitstop” for man’s priorities,
called to choose between the selfish ethics of a materialistic
dimension linked to money and the wish to live all together, with,
and for, the others; and between those who betray and crush others
focusing on one’s own concerns, and those who work for the common
good, sharing a mission for the future of humanity as a whole. UWe
probably perceive that we are using poison to cure the disease caused
by that ssawe poison. Through their projects, younyg Contestants are
shouting out loud their need for change, for renewal, for rebirth.
Besides the two extremes of black and white, the only other color we
have detected were the nuances ranging from green to blue, including
agquamarine, celadon green, green tea, turgquoise, pale turgquoise,
robin egy bluse, forest green, pale green, mint green... We could
really list all the variations.

5till, the use of colour proved to be a common trait shared by all
submitted projects, to the detriment of prints. These were wvery few,
almost non-existent.

PHOEHIX ANHD BIRDS

The symbol of the bird that is reborn anew from its ashes is also
making a comeback as the metaphor of a spiritual resurgence as a
reaction to & strong desire for change. But also the use of bird
imagery, in general, makes a comeback with wvarious symbolic
references. After the storm, Noah’s ark received the message of a new
Earth cleansed from impurities from a dove holding olive leaves in
its beak, becoming the ultimate symbol of peace.

Or pearls, the essential symbol of creative femininity, identified
with the foetus, which provide her with reproductive properties, of
change and regeneration, which brings back the iwmage of a strong
woman.

E poi abbiamo voluto reinvestire
molto di quello che abbiamo guadagnato, anche nel sociale. La mia educazione &: restituire alla
societa un po'di quello che ci ha dato. Certamente in questo percorso ho fatto anche degli errori.
IMa & normale, credo. Non credo sia una cosa "cattiva"...
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Un designer che fa cose buone e un designer che fa cose cattive: mi fai dei nomi?
Lui (indicando la mia camicia di Damir Doma) fa delle cose davvero buone. In assoluto non credo si
possa dire che un designer fa cose cattive. Ci sono perd stilisti che fanno cose che a me non
piacciono, e che magari piacciono a tanti altri: quelli che fanno cose esagerate ed eccessive non
corrispondono al mio gusto, ad esempio.

E' buono o cattivo il fatto che una maison storica come Valentino, simbolo
dell'eccellenza italiana, sia stata comprata dallo sceicco del Qatar?

Sono operazioni, queste, che all'Ttaia fanno malissimo, e purtroppo sono sempre piu frequenti. Io
credo che il governo, in qualche modo, dovrebbe intervenire. E' triste pensare che queste
eccellenze finiscano nelle mani di miliardari che perd non sono diventati tali grazie al frutto del loro
knovr how, e che soprattutto non hanno una cultura della moda adeguata.

However, somse pecple 5 beliewve in the
young and invest in them. Luckily.

In any case, the Brits have precedence. This article by Friedman will
not be an example for us on how we hawve te push our designers, but it
will surely be gquoted in other articles in other magazines underlining
that the British are talented. It's neot that I don't agree with that,
on the contrary, but we hawve all it takes te be great.

We don"t know how to sell curselves well, like the French do, but we
sell them products, we choose students from Beitish acheals, but then
our young fashion designera are obliged to do fashion ashows at 9 am or
% pm, when nobeody is attending. We should stop feeling scrry for
ourselves. We have to react, all of us, and take action. We keep
aomplaining, while the others keep on going their way. We say ne to
our Frime Minister Monti and to his taxes, but why? Harsh solutions
are neaded in times of crisis. Or do we want te end up like Gresos?

No suppert to the young, because they cost too much, and have no
experience. But how can they possibly gain experience if they are not
given a chance teo start? He support te fashien, as it is superflucus.
And what about all the people who work in fashion? ALl tafttthcn each
in one's own sector, we muat take action and raise pur wvolces.
Humbleness doean't always pay off, and I say it reluctantly. We are
proud of what we do and we hawve to say it. Nemo propheta in Patria,
I"we said it before, well, ensugh wWwith that. The time has comes to show
our true walue. Because, despite all that is done to damage our
country, Italy's walue is great!

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The Good and the Evil

Fashion is Good. Fashion is Evil. There's a dichotic statement that | could go on and on about. As it flashed
across the screen in the opening sequence at the final show of the 11th ITS competition, which just finished up
this weekend, | was thinking | could open up that can of worms and let off some steam.

The competition may have centred around a somewhat superfluous theme of GOOD vs. EVIL but at the core of it,
itwas still very much about the good prevailing, The good, being the breadth of creativity and skill that was very
much evident at the competition, where | was asked to take part in the jury. The evil? Well, I'l leave that up to
you to decipher what that is...

International Talent Support has been giving support to fashion students for just over a decade now, choosing
the sleepy but pretty border city of Trieste in Italy as its competition base. Diesel has been supporting the
competition from the very beginning and have awarded around EUR700,000 over the years to worthy students,
who have gone on to either set up their own labels or work for houses and brands. Those who have followed the
blog from the very beginning will know that | used to frequent Hyéres, which is another similar competition.
Together, both Hyéres and ITS form a highly covetable set of prizes for fashion graduates to aim for. AtITS for
instance, there's Diesel Award of EUR25,000 and a Diesel internship, Fashion Collection of the Year EUR15,000
and the Fashion Special Prize EURS,000 being the main one up for grabs.

Whilst both competitions are open to students from schools all over the world, the bulk of finalists do end up
being from European schools, Still the mix of nationalities of students can be wide-ranging, whatwith so many
students opting to study abroad. This is something that marks ITS out, The emphasis on International is
something that is particularly important to ITS founder and director Barbara Franchin, For instance she's aware
that ITS gets a lot of high calibre applications from a lot of the London schoaols but, she's keen on ensuring the
final list of finalists isn't too heavily biased towards one city, Therefore this produces a really eclectic mix of
collections, something which was interesting to delve into, once all us jury members got stuck into viewing
portfolios and quizzing the students.

Most people will think I'm the strange anomaly, whenever | take part in these sort of jury sessions. A blogger?
On an esteemed jury panel for a student fashion competition {ITS have had the likes of Cathy Horyn and Raf
Sirmons on their juries)? You're having a laugh right? 4 laugh at my expense is a small sacrifice though because
actually, this is the sort of stuff that| thrive on, delving into students' work and looking at fresh points of view.

In addition to all the works seen here, | was definitely reminded of the measured way of viewing these student
collections, something which is a regular feature on the blog. The point isn't to promote them so that they are
pushed into starting their own thing or to look at these clothes from the perspective of what I'd personally wear.
Instead, it's about glimpsing into the future, promoting work that could well be beneficial as young blood working
in houses and brands. The success of an ITS winner or participant isn't necessarily that they all 2o on and set up
their own label [although many have done... people like Peter Pilotto, Mark Fast and Aitor Throup) but that they
also get spotted by houses. People from the ITS alumni now work for the likes of Maison Martin Margiela,
Lanvin, Givenchy, Dior and Jil Sander to name but a few.
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It may be a consolation cliche but it's somewhat true that no matter who wins, everyone is a winner. | think most
students return from these competitions, having gained an experience that is valuable on some level - meeting
people in the industry, meeting like-minded contemporaries and experiencing an environment outside of fashion
school that can be eye-opening.

For me, | found the jury process a little trying what with such a diverse array opinions that were naturally going
to differ but it was certainly fair in its outcome in that the results were calculated on a wholly mathematical
basis. It was interesting having the artist Marina Abramovic on the jury, as her point of view was completely
free of fashion industry niggles and therefore quite refreshing. Then there were ITS regulars like Sara Maino
from Vogue.It and Deanna Ferretti, a key knitwear and textiles specialist, who were clued into the history of the
competition and could see what sort of student would benefit from the prize money at stake. Then there was lil
ol' me trying to go with gut instinct but also trying to see whether the student would be suited to the relevant
prize.

Therefore here comes the mammoth round-up of fashion finalists, both winners and participants... did we make
the right choices? Feel free to disagree...

Cherie Newing (United Kingdom) - Ghetto knitwear could be a genre all on its own in London,
In menswear in particular, there's been a tendency to fuse streetwear codes with high fashion technigues. In
Cherie Newing's case, she was watching The Wire and taking those silhouettes and applied a range of finessed
knitwear techniques to them, blending machine and hand together to get a mix of textures. Newing used STOP
sign imagery and the colours of urban landscape to guide her colour palette but it's the exuberance of youth that
really propelled this collection.

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Chiaki Moronaga, Cocanogacco (Japan) - Ex-winners Mikio Sakabe and Writtenafterwards
designer Yoshikazu Yamagata have set up a fashion school in Tokyo called Coconoegacco and are gaining
momentum with a few of their students coming over to Europe compete, | wanted to go give Moronaga a big hug
after her presentation as she trembled with emotion, saying things like "Fashion is my mother." You can chortle
at that but you got the feeling Moronaga meant every word, Her collection was a romantic and unfettered
indulgence of all the things Moronaga loves. More is more and gold is gold. You could see some veins of
ieadham Kirchhoff and John Galliano coursing through the clothes but | doubt Moronaga was conscious of those

references. Whilst technically, the collection wasn't quite there, you couldn't help but feel charmed.

Ichiro Suzuki, Royal College of Art (Japan) - The final Fashion Collection of the Year award
of EUR15,000 went to lchiro Suzuki [you can see him holding back his tears below) and | think he had us at his
portfalio when we saw samples of his incredibly intricate patchwork, which he then worked into his vision of
modern tailoring. He twisted the norms of English tailoring and used patchwork in unexpected ways - black and
white op-art with figures appearing in the pattern, 3-D cubes jutting out of jackets, a lion's head made up of
shades of grey and a heat-sensor graph-inspired check. all finalists were asked to create a special project for
Diesel, based around a "haute couture” reinterpretation of denim and Suzuki's project with his laser-cut baroque
swirl denim was particularly impressive.
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Isabel Vollrath (Germany) - Isabel Vollrath took us on her personal journey to St Petersburg,
collection memorabilia from the place and collaging them up into the sort of clothes that reminded you a little of
Maison Margiela Artisinale collections, especially with the pieces made out of well-worn ballet pumps. Itwas a
story that felt compelling on paper but perhaps fell short in the resulting garments, Vollrath scooped EUR3,000
and a bizarre Saturday Night Fever prize, designing the costumes for Tony Manero and Stephanie Mangano for
the musical that's about to open in Milan. Feel free to raise your eyebrows at this point,

Isabella Kuru, ESMOD Munchen (Germany) - There are often cases where you get mind-
blowing portfolios and then somehow the clothes don't quite match up. | felt this was the case with |sabella
Kuru, Her research of Aramanian people and their language was in-depth and intriguing. No doubt there was a

lot of work that went into the distressed textiles but the final collection unfortunately felt like a strange homage
to Rick Owens. | did absolutely love her portfolio and illustrations though.
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Luke Brooks, Central Saint Martins {(United Kingdom) - I've featured Luke Brooks
before when | was rounding up the Central Saint Martins MA 2012 class. | thought there was something very
vibrant and exciting about the way Brooks approaches his work and his methodology is completely out of the
norm. In this way, Brooks may have baffled some of the jury, which to me was a good thing. To get straight to
the point and make people question our tastes is something that just doesn't happen enough in fashion. Having
seen Brooks' BA collection and knowing that this particular "FUCK YOU" collection was a personal battle with
himself regarding the process of creation, it's clear to me that whilst his way of working isn't conventional, he is
capable of producing incredibly skilled work at a pace that suits him, Marina Abramovic asked him directly at the
student presentation "What makes you angry about fashion?" and after a few seconds, Brooks replied "1 feel like
perhaps writers and journalists in fashion are not critical enough and this can make it difficult to have a
discussion.” What he didn't realise then was that his collection may have gone some way towards aiding that
discussion as whenever the jurors convened, Brooks' collection came up as a topic that prompted discourse and
pondering. Brooks'work may not be everyone's cup of char, And thank god for that. His thought-provoking and
creative output was awarded Fashion Special Prize of EURS,000.

Inspired by the wing structure of birds and the
artwork of Naum Gabo, Goldenberg constructed dresses out of metal rods and knit as well as feather-like corset
strips that would criss cross and cocoon the bady.

Shengwet Wang, Central Saint Martins (China) - On my visit to Frida Kahlo's house in
Mexico City, | spotted a few of Kahlo’s volurninous dresses that would do much to promote Mexican craft.
Shengwei Wang in turn was inspired by Frida Kahlo, the person and knitted up a storm for her collection of maxi
dresses that are really odes to artisanal knitwear. Restricting her palette to monochromatic creams and greys,
Wang chose to convey Kahlo's complex persona with a whole host of knitted textures involving bobbly yarns,
metal and lace. Wang impressed so much with her skill that an award of EUR3,000 was created for her by one of
the jury members Deanna Ferretti.
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YVeronika Kallaur (Belarus) - It was a little surprising to see this petite brunette dressed in a prim white shirt and
white socks with brogues presenting what was quite a terrifying vision that stemmed from Russian Orthodox art
and papal uniforms. |treminded me of grotesque art. Mo, not how we normally use the word "grotesque” but
the distorted and macabre imagery that | associate with gothic buildings.

Yong Kyun Shin, Central Saint Martins MA (South Korea) - why fix something if it's
broken? Orin Yong Kyun Shin's case, why fix a spring that isn't broken? This CSh M& graduate found his central
technique and stuck to it, using metal springs and twisting and turning velvet and wool in and around them to
create on-body sculptures that catches the light with occasional velvet panelling. [t's the Christopher Kane
method of hammering in a motif until you're convinced of it. On the catwalk, it was definitely a well conceived
and impressive feat of technical silhouettes but itwas unfortunate that Shin, due to a visa issue, couldn't be at
ITS to present his collection himself.

The competition, now in its 11! year, is supported by Diesel - which
offers a dedicated award, with the prize comprising €25,000and a
six-month internship with the Diesel creative team.

"Creativity is still so strong, despite the difficult moments we're
going through," Diesel founder Renzo Rosso explained.

The Fashion Collection of the Year winner was Roval College of Art
graduate Ichire Suzuki.

The 11th edition of ITS (International Talent Support),
a competition for young designers in  fashion,
accessories and Jewelry, took place in Trieste, Italy
July 13 and 14, Each year, the event is a testament to
the incredible creativity pulsing through the four
corners of the globe. Among the 31 finalists (11 for
fashion, 10 for accessories and 10 for jewelry), Asia
strongly dominated with many candidates hailing from
Japan, China and Korea, followed by Eastern Europe.
The British and Germans also made a strong showing.

The competition for the fashion category was won by
Ichior Susuki, who wowed the jury and the audience
with his technical skill and inventiveness. Starting with
the traditional suit for men and inspired by Op art, the
Japanese designer reinvents menswear with
incredible ingenuity, playing with prints, optical
illusions and patchwork. Such as with the stripes of
the banker suit that derail at the shoulders and gain
ki winner of ITS volume to create a three dimensional effect. Or the
~ dassic Scottish plaid, cut and stitched into a
patchwork in multiple geometric shapes, morphing
into a kaleidoscopic explosion.

The 33-year-old lJapanese London transplant has just completed his studies at
the Rovyal College of Art and is embarking on a career in fashion somewhat later in
life. "I worked in a karaoke bar and was a complete fashion victim. When I turned
259, [ wanted to give my life some direction. &lways fascinated by fashion, I was
not interested in design but how clothes were made,” he says. Attracted to formal
menswear, Ichiro Suzuki ended up in London, where he works as a tailor with the
prestigious and historic English house Henry Poole on Savile Row, all the while

drearming of “inventing a new territory for menswear.”
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Meanwhile, the work of the winner of the Diesel Award, Lithuanian Marius
Janusauskas (age 32), shows the same inventiveness but in a completely
opposite style - a collection based on the theme of “sleeping beauties” A
graduate of the Royal Academy of Fine aArts in Antwerp, the designer impressively
waorked with fabric to create ethereal garments imbued with a feeling of delicate
wear and tear. He left yards of silk and cotton lying on the ground for weeks so
that they would naturally fade and used a candle flame to lightly color the edges
of the material. To express the idea of these “sleeping beauties” suspended
between life and death, the voung designer also borrowed from the medical
warld, making a bustier out of transparent plastic tubes laced with blood-red wool
yarn.

The accessories prize went to the Serbian Ana Rajcevic (age 29) for her daring
and disturbing collection of headwear sculpture, designed as a potential
part-mutation, part-evolution between human and animal. The jewelry category
was won by the Chinese Xiao Yang Zi (age 25), who was inspired by Asian
cabinetry from ancient Chinese architecture. He created a collection of
postmodern necklaces in geometrically-shaped, towering metal structures. Both
winners are graduates of the London College of Fashion.

The ITS is a not-to-be-missed rendezvous of creativity from around the world and
a great springboard for new talent. The event was founded eleven years ago by
Barbara Franchin and is solely financed through the support of various sponsors
such as Diesel, YKK, Swarovski and ModAmont.,

Graduating under Central Saint Martins fashion MA course director Louise Wilson - celebrating her 20th
year at the institution - Brooks' collection consisted of ragged Olympic logo headdresses, paint-spattered
tunics and distressed knits with cheeky branded slogans, which perfectly sum up the current creative and
rebellious mood of the UK capital. Franchin praised Brooks for his "uncompromised, free and personal
artistic expression of emotions."

Avery Dennison Brand Innovation award & Vogue Talents award: Mark Goldenberg
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Mark Goldenberg scooped both the Vogue Talents award and Avery Dennison Brand Innovation award.
The 27-year-old Israeli fashion designer currently lives in Tel Aviv and graduated from Shenkar College
of Engineering, Art and Design.

His Woven Bird collection is entirely handmade. "l began with a simple silhouette of thin metallic wires,"
he said. "l used it as the external skeleton and sewed the garment over it as if it were made of slim
muscles and feathers growing around the bone."

Masta Ace soundtrack - after just one season, Shaun Samson gives menswear a
massive Latine punch, Mandi Lennard caught up with him after his Fall/Winter
2012/13 show as part of MAN at London Fashion Week.

C alligraphic Gothic lettering, shaved faux fur, oversize Tees, Timberland boots,

Mandi Lennard: What are the references and materials for this collection? Can you talk me
through the furry appliqué?

Shaun Samson: I wanted to continue that Latine street vibe of my last collection, and
explore new fabrics. People know me by my felting technique, so I wanted to slowly
transition from that procass to something just as intarasting. Idacidad to research fauy fur
because it's something that T usually shy away from. Once I started, I couldn't stop. I've
become obsessed with it and seek it everywhere I go - from fur coats other people are
wearing, to plush toys. I never realised how many different types and textures of faux fur
there is out there. Once I familiarised myself with this new fabrication, I thought about how
the 'Shaun Samson' boy would wear it in his world. My guy this season is very into sports
jerseys and layering; a thug on the street looking fly. Sports mesh was the base to a lot of the
faux fur. I worked with illustrator Joshua Gurrie who did an amazing job taking my urban
Latino reference points and interpreting them into graphics and illustrations that1then
appliquéd onto the mesh, The effect is really strong and playful, and it was interesting to see
how the different furs reacted to the appliqué process. Iliked how the fur obscured the sharp
lines of the graphics. I enjoyed working with the long hair furs the best.

ML: It's very different to your graduate collection; what's the Shaun Samson signature that
prevails inany collection you do?
88: It's definitelv in the attitude.

ML: You've got a strong team around you; is this a crew that's come together organically?

SS: Yes, it feels like that. I've known both Rob and Matthew from when Istarted at Central
St Martins back in 20035. Rob has been a best mate for years, and we have been working on
projects together since uni. Matthew has been there from the beginning of my label, and
has been a great source of direction and inspiration. It's an honour to work with such focused
and successful individuals, and alse very beneficial that we all share similar stylistic views.
1 trust them completely; it's really important to have that in a team.

ML: So who are your key henchmen?

§8: Matthew Josephs is my head stylist. There's a lot of chaos going on in my head, and he
helps to focus everything into a clear and believable vision. Eddy Martin casted the show
and did an amazing job finding boys that really embodied the spirit of the collection. Rob
Mayers is my Art Director and he oversaas everything including the look book which wa
shot right after the show.
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ML: What's the deal with Timberland?

S$5: Matthew approached Timberland because we both agreed that their boots best
complimented the collection. Timberland were really excited that I wanted to do something
with them this season, and offered to sponsor all the boots via the Design Your Own function
on their website, That evening we went online and viewed the colour/findings options, and
pretty much designed the shoe right there. A couple weeks later they were delivered to the
studio exactly as we wanted them and they fit into the collection perfectly. The best partis

that this function is available to anyone.

ML: THAT soundtrack. What made you choose Masta Ace's 'Bora To Roll”?

§S: It has a sick bassline, Really dirty, raw, and edgy. 1had different people working on
making it show-ready by layering different tracks with it. In theend weleftitasizand
simply added a siren at the beginning. The music was a good reflection of the show in that I
wasn't trying to modernise or parody the urban street scene I was referencing with the
collection. It can stand on its own with its own merit.

ML: It seems to be happening very fast for you, does it feel like that?
§8S: I think this industry is super fast-paced for everyone. There's always so much to do, and
not enough time to do it all.

ML: As you know, I'm on the panel at ITS, and you won last year's ITS#10 - how was that
experience?

§S: Istill can't believe I won ITS#10. Just to even be a finalist that year was enough for me.
To be honest, I really didn't think I was going to be awarded anything, so I just tried to make
the most of being in Italy and wanted to enjoy the experience as much as I could. Not
thinking I'd win anything actually helped with my nerves on the night of the competition.
When they announced that I'd won, it was a complete shock. I haven't won anything before,
and for ITS to be the first thing for me to win, is pretty wild. To meet the other contestants
under such nerve-racking circumstances, creates a special kind of friendship. Overall, Tm
sure all the contestants cherish the experience and I'm stoked that I get to return this year
as a judge.

ML: And shortly after, you jumped straight into Fashion East, showing in their MAN group
show, and again, last week during the menswear day; what's if like being in a group show, did
you argue about which designer should come out first?!

SS: MAN is an awesome initiative to be a part of. The press and attention that the show
receives is something that designers work years to try to achieve. Showing alongside other
designers helps to take some of the pressure away, which definitely helps the stress levels
lower just slightly. We don't really know the running order of the show until they line us up
backstage, so there's no arguing about that. We're all so busy anyway, running order is
probably the last of our worries.

ML: And Rob designed the MAN invite, right?

SS: I was asked to design the invite, and Rob commissioned Josh Gurrie to do some
illustrations especially for it. I was already working with Josh on some graphics for the
collection. We liked Josh's freehand illustrations and decided on a crest motif. There are 3
designers showing at MAN so we thought the blank crest represented the mark that we were
all going to individually make at the show. There's also a family connotation with a crest
symbeol (Fashion East family) and also a feeling of importance and officiality, which1
thought was fitting for MAN, especially with how popular the show is. I'm a fan of fucked
up, chicken-scratch handwriting, so when Josh sent the illustrations for the back of the
invite with the designer names and show details, that immediately became my favourite
part of the invite, We felt the spirit of MAAN is fresh and raw, so we wanted the mood of the
invite to feel the same way. We decided to make a silver foiled A3 poster. We wanted the
invite to be something that you would want to keep after the show - mine's already framed
on the wall in my studio.
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ML: It certainly had that effect; I wanted to put it on the wall right away. Was there any special
set or backdrop to the show?

SS: MAN showed at the Royal Opera House this season, with an amazing lighting set-up
courtesy of Topman. I'm sure the only time the Royal Opera House blasts gangster rap is
when I show at MAN. The glass atrium rattled with the bass of the music, so the whole
experience of the show was even more intensified. Part of the process of choosing show
music, is which track has the most bass. I secretly wanted my music o be so intense that it
shattered the glass in the atrium of the Royal Opera House.

ML: Who was your tufor at Central Saint Martin's and how did you find the experience there?
SS: My tutor was Professor Louise Wilson, and the whole MA Fashion course experience
kicked my ass. 1think I needed it before I headed out in the world. The intensity of the
program humbled me and gave me insight on how fucking hard you have to work to
survive in this industry.

ML: No-one is ever going to tell you how it really is, more than Louise. On another nofe, I read
that one of the languages you speak is Tagalog.

S8S: Tagalog is the language spoken in the Philippines. My Nationality is American, and
ethnically I'm Filipino. My grandparents lived in my house when I was growing up in
California, and they spoke mainly Tagalog so that's how I can understand it.

ML: What's next for Shaun Samson?

SS: I'd like to do more collaborations. I want to keep my label on the more exclusive cult
side. I think the Shaun Samson guy is a bit of a misfit, and doesn't want to be part of any
scene unless it's the gang he's affiliated with.

ML: Any secret projects in the pipeline you can give us a crypfic clue about?
SS: Tm about to start werking on a project with a Swiss-based brand.

ML: What brought you to London?
SS: 1 came to London for Central Saint Martins. I decided to stay because it's a rad city, and
because there are opportunities here that no other city offers.

ML: What do you love about London?

SS: It's small enough literally that you can bike from one part of town to another fairly
easily, and big enough figuratively, that it's hugely influential in the world culturally,
politically, artistically... the list goes on.

ML: What do you hate about London?

§S: That you are charged for everything. I'm sure one day therell be a 'Breathing Charge’,
where we have to pay for some kind of air filtration system that keeps the air in London
breathable.

ML: Why's that Supreme ball cap ahways clamped to your head?

SS: You caught me! I have no time to get my hair cut; 'm werking day and night, running
around town, trying to manage a studio team. Ican't justify indulging in a hair
appointment for an hour when I have so many people dependent on me to make things run,
so I whack a hat on my head and go on with my day. I'm just starting to realise that people
might think 'm making some fashion statement with it, which I'm not.

ML: I know that feeling and have quite a collection myself for that very purpose. What's the
deadline for my personal order? I want it all!

& Japanese tailor on Savile Row frustrated by the exacting
task of dressing the perfect gentleman, an Israeli designer
inspired by the flight process, a Chinese knitter obsessed by
Frida Kahlo's painful beauty during her own illness,and a
young Englishman whose collection is "an antidote to a sense
of impending doom" were among the winners of this year's
ITS (International Talent Support), the fashion competition
now in its 11th edition. Headquartered in Trieste, the cool
blue city on Italy's Adriatic coast near the Croatian border,
ITS is an insider's reunion for the style-obsessed, a chance to
look at the latest blend of new techniques and free-form
ideas.

Marina &bramovié, who was on this year's jury, is a lot more
interested in clothes than you might expect. "This is a place
where young creators can meet," she enthused. "We can see
the future of fashion here. What surprises me is how
connected all these people are to their countries, in spite of
where they went to school."

The dramatic inspirations were no surprise for Kei Kagami, a
Japanese designer based in London and creative consultant
to YKK, the Japanese company that produces zippers and
other findings for fashion, which is a co-sponsor of ITS.
Kagami has been working on the competition's selection for
the past seven years and says the team sifted through over
200 submissions to come up with the 11 finalists. "There's
nothing new today. The only way to do fashion is not to do

it," says Kagami.

For Mark Fast, the knitwear designer on the jury who shows
his namesake collection in London, the experience was
positively nostalgic. Fast launched his brand in 2009 and is
already hailed as a wizard of knitwear. "This was such a good
opportunity to get a different perspective from London
Fashion Week," he said. "It feels really good to get together
with fellow artists who are able to showease their most
experimental work before they get a real job."

"Well, that's not exactly what I mean," he continued. "VYou
can still be creative in this business if you really try."

For Shaun Samson, who won the big prize at ITS last year for
his menswear collection, the past 12 months have gone by
very quickly. "So many things have happened. I won the ITS
prize before T had my first show in London, and it really
helped me. I was able to get a place to work and the Mexican
blankets I used for my first collection. Now I'm selling to 15
stores this fall. And these are stores I really love, like
Opening Ceremony. This time last year I was still wondering
how I had won this prize."
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Ichire SBuzuki, 32, from London's Royal College of Art, won
ITS's 15,000€ Fashion Collection of the Year prize for his
kaleidoscopic patchwork tailoring, inspired by the optic art
of Bridget Riley, Escher, and Vasarely. "T had been working
for Henry Poole on Savile Row for three and a half years. It's
repetitive work, day in and day out the same thing so I
decided to take the chance and go back to school for my
masters,"” he says. The collection is based on his discovery of
a small piece of patchwork executed by one of the tailors at
Poole's about 120 years ago. Suzuki covers sharp tailored
suits with patchwork lion's heads and builds up the back of
jacketsin 3-D gray-on-gray patching. "The problem is that a
man's suit is the most sensitive garment in the world," he
says. "It's almost unchanged since 1890, so anything yon do
differently must be just right or it misses the mark."

Lituanian Marcus Janusauskas, 93, who has just completed
his Master's from Antwerp's Royal Academy, won ITS's
25,000€ Diesel award, which includes a six-menth
internship with the jeans brand, for his "Sleeping Beauty"
collection in pleats, burnt lace, and delicate plastic tubes that
looks like blood is running through them, a eerily calm style
inspired by fairytales, horror movies, Madame Grés, and the
sculptures of Pablo Atchugarry.

England's Luke Brooks, from Central Saint Martins, seemed
to be Marina Abramovié's favorite. "He's angry about
fashion, and that's something we really need," she said when
presenting him with ITS's 5ooo€ Special Fashion Prize.
Brooks' paint-splattered knits, the loose mesh scarves and
jackets filled with colorful balls of leftover yarn, and his
Olympic crown—which looks like the rings are suffering
gome sort of post-apocolyptic meltdown—was produced
"instinctively as a kind of fuck you' to anxiety, he says."

China's Shengwei Wang, 29, was also looking for the light at
the end of the tunnel. Wang took the 3,000€ Modateca
award for her "Legless Bird" collection of flowing dresses in
patchwork knits covered with embroidery and beading with
interwoven metallic ribbon in tribute by Frida Kahlo. Wang
discovered the Mexican artist when she had to leave her
studies at Central Saint Martins to spend a year in the
hospital back in China. "More than Frida's work, I'm inspired
by how she dressed and her beauty even when she was in
pain," she says.

After all this, Mark Goldenberg's "Wowven Bird" dresses,
which won ITS awards from Italian Vogue and packaging
design consultancy Avery Dennison, appeared jubilant.
Goldenberg, 26, who studied at Israel's Shenkar Colleze, says
he's always had an affinity with flight and spent his childhood
helping sick birds. For this collection, he studied the process
of flight and the wire sculptures of artist Naum Gabo, which
he combined with the techniques he learned working with a
corset-maker. The result are hourglass shapes made from an
interlocking system of feathery bands, which give his clothes
a bird-in-cocktail look.

The 8,000€ ITS Accessories Collection of the Year award
went to Serbian Ana Racevic's "sculptural headgear,"
inspired by animal anatomy, and the YKK's 10,000€ award
to Benjamin John Hall. who based his shoes on a fashion
films trilogy of birth, life, and death. The most remarkable,
though, was Vogue Talents award winner Victoria Spruce,
whose shoes mix sculptural plastic and traditional leather
shoemaking in shapes that appear to be twisting and melting
onto themselves. For jewelry, China's ¥iac Zi Yang's
interchangeable collection based on an Asian joinery
technique used for wooden architecture was awarded
Swarovski's 10,000€ prize, which includes a six-month
internship.
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MARIUS JANUSAUSKAS WINS THE ITS 2012

The winner ofthe 2012 Diesel Award was announced at the final event of this year's
International Talent Suppart {ITS) competition, which took place on July 14 in Trieste,
ltaly.

TRIESTE, Italy — ITS, the International Talent Support contest launched in 2001 and sponsored by a
number of top companies in the fashion industry, induding Diesel, YKE, Swarovski Elements and Avery
Dennison, unveiled the winners of its 11th edition here on July 14,

ITS, which has servind o% a launch pad for several international designers over the vears, including Mark Fast,
Peter Pilotto and Allor Throwp, aims to support young talents, giving them visibility and putting them in touch
with some important fashion Labels,

“1 won the competition four vears ago and it was definitely a good, very useful experience. It has been a very
goid platform to show my work,” said Fast, who this season was a juror, along with Diesel chief Renzo Rosso,
ITS founder Barbara Franchin, artist Maring Abramovie, Avery Dennison global ereative director Tim Voegele-
Downing and blogger Suzie Bubble, among others.

Osoka, Japan, native Ichino Suzuki, a Master of Arts in Men's Wear at the London’s Royal College of A,
received the Fashion Collection of the Year award of 15,000 euros, or 518,359 at current exchange rate,

Suzuki, who will be & member of the ITS jury next vear and will present his new collection during that event’s
runway show, won the competition with a mature men’s tailoring lineup which, according to the designer, was
inspired by English sartosial tradithon, the Repeney Exa's ecoentricity and the optheal art of the Fifties, A dassic,
well-cut pin-stripe suit was decorated with 3-D details and a trenchooat featured pixilated prints in a rainbos-
inspired color palette.

*Probably tomorrow momning 11 realize what's happening,” said Suzoki, who looked shocked after the award
ceremony. "My goal is to seek some experience in o big company before Launching my own label,”™ he suid,

The Fashion Special Prize went to Luke Brooks, who just gradusted from Central Saint Martens,

The 25-vear-old British designer, who won 5,000 cures, of §6,130, presented an unconventional, creative
collection where a grunge mosd was mized with a streetwear inspiration.

“We decided to assign him the special jury prize because his was the only collection not related to the
designer's specific country,” sald Abramovie. “1 was impressed by how the designers are connected o the
counbry where they live. But | really don™ understand why. We are constantly talking about a global coliure but
we realize how hard it is for them to cut the ties with their own country.”

In addition, Abramovic highlighted the rebellions aspect of Brooks" collection. “When vou are voung, you mugst
be a rebel,” she mused. “Only after that phase you can be ready to get into the maimstresm.”

The Diesel Award, which includes o cash prize of 25,000 euros, or $30.650, and o six-month internship within
the company’s creative team, was assigned to Lithuanian Marius Janusauskas, who alzo took the D-La
Repubblica Award, estowed by the namesake Italian weekly, This vear, Diésel asked the competition’s finalists
to design haute couture-inspired looks using denim, a theme that Janusauskas, who graduated at Antwerp's
Roval Academy of Fine Ars, interpreted theough a delicate, Sleeping Beauty insplration.
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Israeli Marc Goldenberg, who thrilled the audience showing a beautiful, architectural women's wear collection
inspired by birds, took both the Avery Dennison Brand Innovation Award, receiving 3,000 euros, or $3,678,
and a consultancy from the American company which will study specific branding integrated solutions for the
designer’s portfolio, and the Vogue Talents Award for Fashion.

“My goal is to get into a high-end couture house, such as Chanel,” said Goldenberg, who also cut his teeth as
design assistant at Diane von Furstenberg in New York in 2011. “I also got an offer from Helmut Lang, but 1
had to refuse because of bureaucratic problems. In Israel, when you want to got to Europe and the United
States, it’s so hard because yvou have to fill out so many papers.”

In the accessories category, the Collection of the Year award, consisting of a cash prize of 8,000 euros, or
$9,808, went to Serbian designer Ana Rajeevic, a graduate of the London College of Fashion, who showcased
headgear inspired by animal anatomy. In addition, London native Benjamin John Hall got the YKK Award
grant of 10,000 euros, or $12,260, and the Vogue Talents Awards went to Roval College of Art graduate
Victoria Spruce, who presented a footwear collection centered on organie, flowing shapes.

For the second year, ITS also featured a category dedicated to jewelry, where sponsor Swarovski Elements
awarded Shanghai native Xiao Zi Yang, who designed jewelry pieces paying tribute to Asian architecture and to
the Yin and Yang philosophy. Yang won a cash prize of 10,000 euros, or $12,260, and a six-month internship
at Swarovski’s headquarters in Austria.

“I'd like to be the tutor of some of these voung talents,” said Gruppo Coin fashion coordinator Caterina
Salvador, at her first experience as a member of the ITS jury. “I have recently created a design team for the
group and I think it's very important to insert two or three young graduates to have them grow within the
company.”

According to Salvador, Gruppo Coin is repositioning in order to “go from being a retailer to being an in-house
brand developer,” she said. The group is also gearing up to open the second Excelsior department store in
Verona in 2013.

ITS: Revealing the Secrets to Design
Success

I Winnowed from 772 entries, the 11
collections that walked down the
runway at the ITS Fashion Show and
Competition Saturday night, July 14,
2012, in Tneste, Italy, revealed in the
innovation, thoughtfulness and
craftsmanship the key elements of
winning designs that judges thought
reflected the ideal combination of
creativity and marketability.

ITS (pronounced "its,” nat “1-T-5"), or
International Talent Support, is 3
creative platform founded by director
Barbara Franchin in 2002 to support 2
provide visibility, internships and job
apportunities to young talent from
around the globe. Although the big
spotlight shines once a year on the
competition, ITS is a year-round
endeavor. "We are always in contact
with different brands around the worl
and with our past finalists, and we
publish news about their new project
and new collections every day,.” says
Franchin. Although it began as a fashi
design competition, ITS has since
expanded to include accessories,
jewelry and photography.

Standing out from the crowd

The 11 fantastic collections that made it to the finals this year vied for seven different
awards and faced a 14-member jury (see below), and although not all collections could
snag a prize, none disappointed the audience as they made their way up and down the
runway in a beautiful and majestic old building on the waterfront of the Adriatic Sea.

To make it that far 15 quite an accomphshment itself, but even award winners don't find
themselves on easy street after the competition. The world of fashion is cutthroat, and -
as is the case in many things — advances in technology have been both 3 savior and a
detnment to
yvoung designers,
giving them
greater
apportunities to
design easily and
quickly and to
share their work
with others, but #
also widening the @
gap with already &
established and
continually
expanding large
fashion houses,
which can ramp
up technology to
create immensely
powerful supply
chains that pose
a big challenge to
the little guy.

Another influence wrought by improved technology 1s its effect relative to bringing the
waorld closer together, and enabling trends that previously might have been seen only b
few wandering scouts to be viewed on a stream of YouTube videos, tweets and Facebo
posts, This 15 a boon when it comes to keeping tabs on trends, but as several judges
noted, it also carries the danger of watering down differences, so that everything begin
to look alike.

Even top designers who avoid trendbooks and services, preferring to process and filter
trends with their own eyes, "have the same type of expeniences, because fashion is a ti
world. You see similar things,” says Tim Voegele-Downing, global creative director of Ave
Dennison/Retail Branding and Information Solutions.
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Indeed, last year's winner of the ITS
Fashion Collection of the Year, Shaun
Samson, says he chooses not to look 2
trends. "I don't want to be influenced |
them. Once I see someone doing
something, I dont want to do it.”

Other previous winnars echoed the
sentiment and like Samson have taken
their own very unique paths to fashion
Aithar Throup, the ITSZFIVE winner,
started by re-appropnriating vintage
machines to construct garments in newv
ways, and developed one particular
machine to stitch clothing without sear
allowances, which he says enables a
“purity of conception” in design that
complements his “geometncal” though
processes. "When you have to think
about seam allowance, it stymies
thought. Seam allowance always got ir
the way for me. It seemed like 3 kind ¢
medieval problem,” he says.

ITS#SEVEN winner Mark Fast, who
specalizes in women's knitwear and ik
to work with textural items such as
fringes and feathers, says he finds his
inspiration in music. He believes quickly
moving global trends have created a fz
paced culture of cheap, disposable
clothing that is antithetical to true
fashion, which should be about “clothe
that are classic and that make you feel good about your body and look good for a lifetin

"Clathes
shouldn't be as
disposable as
they are — you
wear a trend for
a year and then
it's over. I want
to create clothes
that you pass to
your daughter
and she wears

Coin's Caterina

Maybe street fashion is [popular] but in reality it's not
fashion,” she says.

libraries of images, marketers have greater real-time visibility into design development -
but says technology gains have nonetheless tipped the scales further in favor of the big
brands. "Now, everythung s faster, but, in the end the problems are all the same.
Technology has made the big brands even more powerful. But the young designers are
always in the same position.”

stll, she happily sees a resurgence of
artisanship in fashion design and says
that designers can achieve greatness
with the well-rounded combination of 1)
creativity; 2) the ability to translate this
creativity into a complete product; 3) high
quality; 4) appropriate pricing; and 5)
good distribution. “If you don't have the
power that the big brands do, then that's
what you need,” she says.

Designers such as Throup have had to
confront this reality head on. A self-
described artist who was drawn to
fashion because of the allure of the
technology around it and his quest to
figure out its limitations and needs,
Throup pushed back against the pre-
defined rules and even the language of
the industry. "My conceptual thinking was
hermetically sealed, and I wanted to use
product language that was mine. [
struggled with seasonal themes. [
struggled with standardized solutions to
clothing. For example, everything is either
a set-in sleeve or a raglan sleeve. Even
when you're learning fashion, it's like,
'Which of these two armholes do you
want?"” says Throup. "1 want my own
armhole.”

"But when you launch product into the
markat, it becomes product. You lose
control in @ way. But if you're going to do it, your baby needs to be ready for the market

“[The fashion industry] used to have defined areas of expertise, with [task-specific] tool
and separate responsibilities.

Now, there is much more overlap and visibility into the tasks and goals of other member
of the supply chain. So much more is involved, says Voegele-Downing, and designers mt
confront 3 larger number of considerations from the get-go: “You're trying to design for
delivery and shipping methods, so you can get "x' amount into a shipping container, You
desigrning for the footprint of your shipping containers, and of the retail shelf. So packag
and logistics and sustainability are all having a major impact on what you design and ho
vou can design and what you want to design,” he says.

Whatever the
level’ of the
designer, the
shift underway in
the industry from supply chain to supply web is having the effect of eliminating the linea
of various job positions and conflating the continuum of the process so that more partie
are involved in multiple aspects of getting product to market in ways that they never we
before — while at the same time many of these processes now oocur simultaneously,
speeding up the entire concept-to-delivary cycle while also eliminating waste, and allow
companies to focus more on the core business areas that provide more value to the
consumer.

The developing environment where design has become more centralized should make it
easier for great designers to make the leap to world-class brands, which, says Voegele-
Downing, requires three things: great product and great branding, underpinned by a gr
story. "Until you can tell that ston_.' effectively, you can't connect with the customer,” he

. . says, which is in part where Avery Dennison comes ir
and why the company became involved with the fash
competition this year, offering an award to the finalis
who developed the most new and innovative way of
integrating the company's branding solutions into the
collections. "Branding, clothing, distribution —
everything is filtered through design,” says Voegele-
. Downing.

Yet very few designers truly have both the design
talent and the vision to translate it into a lifestyle
concept with the staying power of a Ralph Lauren or
e Giorgio Armani, "Our purpose here is to help peoplet
| the most effective story,” he says.
